The Queens Platinum Jubilee Celebration 2022 
Legislation came into force on 1 June 2021 which reduces the number of school sessions in 2021-

2022 by one day to enable everyone to celebrate the Platinum Jubilee of Her Majesty the Queen. 

For Derbyshire schools the additional bank holiday on 3 June 2022 falls into the half-term break 

when schools will already be closed.  In anticipation that the reduction of school sessions will be 

incorporated into the School Teachers Pay and Conditions for 2021 and being subject to Cabinet 

Member approval, all schools should prepare to open for one day less in the academic year 

2021/2022.  We have decided to take the extra Bank Holiday on Friday, 22nd July 2022. 

Water Bottles
